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PHOTO STORY Directions

1. BEGIN A NEW PHOTOSTORY
1.1. Click the Photo Story 3 for Windows icon on your desktop, click NEXT.
2. IMPORT PICTURES
2.1. Click Import Pictures and pull down the Look In menu to your Group Projects folder
2.1.1. Refer to your Story Board to import pictures in the proper order.
2.1.2. Click Import Pictures ( OK until all pictures have been added.

3. SAVE PROJECT
3.1. Click Save Project at the bottom of the screen. 
3.1.1. Change the Save In location to your Group Projects folder
3.1.2. Change the File Name to:  lastname_lastname_project

3.2. Click NEXT. When asked if you want to continue without removing black borders, click YES.
4. ADD TEXT TITLES 
4.1. Click first picture on the photo  and type in a Title  for your Photo Story
4.2.  Use the toolbar buttons to select a readable Font, Font Style, Size, and Color. 

4.3. Set the Alignment so that text title is not hiding important photo details.
4.4. Add titles to other pictures as directed in your assignment.

4.5. SAVE PROJECT; when asked it you want to replace old file click YES.
5. NARRATE PICTURES – Click Next to go to the Narrate Pictures screen
5.1. Click on the Speaker icon in the Task Tray (lower right corner of screen) to be sure computer volume is up about half way.
5.2. Plug in your microphone headset; make sure the round silver button on the cord is not blinking; do not press this Mute button!

5.3. Note the L (Left) and R (Right) earphones; carefully adjust the headset for proper fit and position the microphone.

5.4. On the picture strip, click on the picture you want to narrate; turn to that slide on your Story Board. PRACTICE reading the script loudly, slowly, and clearly.
5.5. Click the round red RECORD button; click NO in the pop up window and begin reading the  script loudly, slowly, and clearly
5.6. Click the square blue STOP RECORDING button when finished. 

5.7. Click the PREVIEW button to hear what you recorded. To re-do the narration, click the DELETE NARRATION arrow button, then repeat recording.
5.8. REPEAT steps 5.4 – 5.7 for all pictures you are assigned to narrate.

6. ADD BACKGROUND MUSIC - Click Next to go to the Background Music screen
6.1.  Click Create Music
6.1.1. Pull down menus to select a Genre, Style, Band, Mood, Tempo, Intensity that “goes with” your topic.
6.1.2. Preview using the Play button. Click OK to add the music you want.
6.1.3. Pull VOLUME setting down to halfway between LOW and the next bar
7. SAVE YOUR STORY – ONLY when Photo Story is COMPLETELY FINISHED!
7.1.  SAVE PROJECT; when asked if you want to replace old file, click YES
7.2. Click Browse and navigate to your Group Projects folder; change the Filename to:  lastname_lastname_video
7.3. Click SAVE, then click NEXT. WAIT while your video is built, then View Your Story or Exit.
